POLICY

Teaching teams will develop systems for assessment planning and evaluation which:

· will empower all  children to learn 

· reflect the holistic way children learn

· involve parents, families and whānau

· develop reciprocal, responsive relationships between children, adults and the learning environment. 
PROCEDURES

1. Each kindergarten will record procedures that document their assessment, planning and evaluation practices within the Assessment, Planning and Evaluation Procedure guidelines of the WRFKA Strategic Framework Section E3.   
2. The assessment, planning and evaluation procedures will include systems for fostering collaboration with the learning and planning community. 
3. The procedure will include how teaching teams will plan for individual as well as       group learning. 

4. The procedures will describe how teachers will notice (observe), recognise (assess), respond (plan for), reflect (evaluate) and revisit (self assess).
5. Each kindergarten will plan how they will document and share the learning which is happening with the community of learners and planners. This documentation needs to be clearly communicated, relevant and meaningful. 
6. The portfolios containing the documentation of individual children’s learning will be kept in the playroom to enable children and their families/whānau to revisit the children’s learning.
7. Portfolios will build a strong sense of identity. The documentation will primarily be artefacts documenting the learning journey of the child but can include kindergarten events and interests.
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
