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So what does each aspect of the programme look like?

Full Day Seminars
There will be termly full day seminars for PRT’s and Mentors. These days will provide opportunities for you to network with other PRT’s and Mentors, to be challenged, learn something new, listen to and take part in professional discussion with a range of presenters, build and strengthen the relationship between the PRT and Mentor and have fun.
 These are an important aspect of your Induction and Mentoring programme and there is an expectation you will attend.
Workshops

Each seminar day will include teaching practice workshop’s in the afternoon. These workshops are opportunities for PRT’s to develop further understanding in an area of practice. There will be two workshops for PRT’s to select from.  Mentors are welcome to also attend these workshops.
Cluster Groups

Geographical Cluster groups will be formed by those interested, where PRT’s and Mentors can informally network and provide support for each other as they progress through registration.
